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Doubters’ Dialogue 
 

It doesn’t happen often, but this morning I had a 
dream that I believe was sent to me from God. Was it 
really sent from God, or is that just a delusion? I am not 
sure, but I have my beliefs. 

 
The result is my proposal for a new ministry 

called the “Doubters’ Dialogue.” This would be a 
meeting of “doubters” every third Sunday, after coffee 
fellowship, in the upstairs parlor (around 11:30 a.m.). At 
each meeting, there would be no agenda, no 
presumptions of belief, and no disrespect of opinions or 
persons. Questions can be submitted orally in front of the  
whole group, or in writing prior to the group (either anonymously or signed). 

 
All questions about God, Christianity, or Spirituality will be welcomed at the 

meetings. All persons will be welcome at the meetings (even curious church members) as long 
as they are able to maintain a civil discourse of respect for others. The meetings will not open 
or close in prayers, since that would require a presumption of belief. I will moderate a period 
of folks asking questions and I will attempt to formulate thoughtful responses. Anyone can 
join or leave the meeting at any time, and I will stay as long as there are more questions out 
there. 

 
To kick off this ministry, I am making this special appeal to you, the faithful members 

and friends of the church. Please try to think of anyone (including yourself) you might 
consider a “doubter” when it comes to matters of God, Christianity, or Spirituality. Please try 
to invite such persons to worship on September 16 (the third Sunday). I will preach a sermon 
specifically geared toward doubters, and setting the stage for the new ministry. Then we can 
have some snacks in the social hall after worship and gather at 11:30 in the parlor. 

 
Often, as I read the news on the Internet, and peruse anonymous comments made on 

various topics, I am amazed how much hostility and passion there is toward “organized 
religion.”  However, based on those same comments, I often wonder if those writers have 
even the slightest idea what “organized religion” actually is or says. It also seems odd to me 
that, with so much passion being expressed anonymously, none of that passion seems to find 
its way to me. There is a major communication disconnect. 

 
The purpose of the Doubters’ Dialogue is not to convert everyone to a homogenized 

belief system, but to allow all doubters to better understand one another. A particular doubter 
may leave the meeting firmly convinced that Christianity is evil, but it is my hope that such a 
doubter will at least have a better understanding of what Christianity actually says.

The Incredulity of  Saint Thomas by Caravaggio 
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September Worship Schedule 
September 2    James 1:17-27   “Pure Religion”  
What is at the core of our religious life? What do we understand as our most basic obligation as Christians? What do 
others outside of the church think of when they hear the word “religion?” Are we communicating well with them? 
Today will feature an open congregational discussion led by Sandra Kappmeyer instead of a sermon. Communion 
(normally on every first Sunday) will be delayed until the following week. 
 
September 9   Mark 7:24-30   “The Key to Education”  
The Gentile woman was very eager to receive a blessing from Jesus, even if it meant being humble about her identity. 
Kids will learn the most at Sunday School if they are eager to learn. The curriculum, the teachers, the supplies, the 
building, etc., have far less significance than their eagerness to learn. How do parents promote this eagerness? We 
will have a skit today instead of a regular sermon. Since it is Sunday School Kickoff day, we’ll have a longer kids’ 
sermon, and Jenny will call up the Sunday School leaders for a commissioning prayer. We will also celebrate 
Communion. 
 
September 16   James 3:1-13   “Welcome Doubters” 
James warns us against being too quick to consider ourselves “teachers” or bearers of wisdom. We should be humble 
about our beliefs and willing to listen to others—remembering that they just might be right. Rather than trying to 
“out-argue” someone who doubts your beliefs, James suggests that we should let our actions speak for us and simply 
behave with gentleness and goodness toward all persons. 
 
September 23     Proverbs 31:10-31   “The Ideal Wife” 
Is this an early germ of feminism from ancient Israel? The woman is a hard worker, very productive. She is not 
supposed to be just pretty or sociable—she is valued for the same things for which a man is valued. She is also a 
responsible decision-maker within the family, and even beyond the family. She has the authority to give to the poor 
as she sees fit, and her wisdom and her works should be praised within the city gates (that is, in the most public 
sphere available). 
 
September 30    James 5:13-20   “The Fallacy of Passive Faith” 
James talks about the ideal life within a Christian congregation. Everyone is responsible for everyone. There is not 
one person who is “in charge” and who makes all the decisions. Rather, each parishioner is an initiator of whatever 
good deeds need to be done. It is sometimes tempting to sit back and wait for someone else to tell us what to do, but 
God pours out the Holy Spirit upon all of us, not just a few.

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Trustees’ News 
Restoration of the stained glass rose window has been on the Trustees’ “to do” list for a very long time, but often, of 
necessity, other projects have taken priority.  Last winter the handicapped accessible washrooms were completed near 
the sanctuary.  These long-awaited facilities were partially funded by a loan from the Endowment Fund.  The loan for 
the bathrooms must be repaid to the Endowment Fund before we can again set our sights on restoring the Rose 
Window. 
 
All pledges to the Capital Improvement Fund are currently put toward paying for this project, as are any contributions 
specially marked “Accessible Bathrooms.”   We really appreciate everyone’s contributions, and are happy to report 
that the loan amount remaining is now under $13,000!  We hope contributions will continue so that we may begin 
planning in earnest for the restoration of the Rose Window. 
 
The deadline for ordering a paver in time to be installed this fall is September 15. Pavers ordered after September 15 
will be installed in the spring.  If you have a special person or event to honor, please consider purchase of a brick 
paver. They make great gifts! Details can be found on the church website or in the information rack outside the 
church office. Funds from sales of engraved pavers go directly to the Rose Window Restoration Fund. 
 
Have you visited the Prayer Garden?  The garden is really starting to “come into its own” and is a wonderful place to 
sit and reflect.

The Deacons are partnering with Christ Presbyterian Church of North Riverside to  
gather hundreds of volunteers (adults and children) and raise money to fund a  
“Feed Our Community Day” on  Saturday, October 20, in the Riverside Village Hall.
